7-Day Vancouver to Kamloops, Kelowna and Banff National

ITINERARY

Day 1: Pick up Vancouver Airport

Airport Pick-up Information:

1. Complimentary airport pick-up service of Vancouver International Airport (YVR): 9:00,
11:00, 13:00, 17:00. Need to wait at the airport for other passengers to transfer to the
hotel according to the bus schedule.

2. Vancouver International Airport (YVR) paid pick-up and drop-off: For arrival flights
between 07:00-23:00, the first 2 passengers will be charged $90 (USD$75), and each
additional guest will be charged $20 (USD$18), with a maximum of one order 4 people.

3. All guests who arrive (exit) before 11:30 in the morning can participate in the 3-hour
Vancouver tour for free. Please wait in the airport lobby and depart from the airport at
13:00.

4. The check in time of the hotel is 15:00, customers arriving in advance can deposit
their luggage at the front desk and arrange their own itinerary.

5. If pick-up service is included in the guest's itinerary, please be sure to provide
accurate flight information and arrival times at the designated pick-up location. As a
result of any inaccurate information provided or an airport pick-up mistake, the travel
agency reserves the right to provide second transfer service or charge additional airport
pick-up fee which should be paid by customer.



Day 2 VANCOUVER - Kamloops- Revelstoke/Golden

Today, we will depart from Vancouver in the morning and proceed to Kamloops which is
the hometown of Ginseng. Then, we will head to visit the famous "Last Spike" in the
Pacific Railroad Memorial Park.

Vancouver — Drive through Fraser Valley — Kamloops Sunmore Ginseng
Factory (40 mins) — The Last Spike (30 mins) — Revelstoke / Golden

Hotel: Sandman Hotel or Similar.

Day 3 Revelstoke/Golden — Columbiaicafield —Banff

Today we will pass through Glacier National Park to Jasper National Park to the world-
famous Columbia Glacier. You can take a giant snowmobile to the 300-meter deep
Adabaska Glacier, so that you can come into contact with The remains of the second
ice age. Then came to the Glacier Glass Bridge next to the Columbia Ice Field. Then we
will enter Banff National Park and the famous town of Banff, where Banff Avenue is
lined with gift shops and delicious food.

Revelstoke / Golden — Drive through Glacier National Park — Columbialce
Icefield (3 hours, you can participate in Giant Snowmobile and Glacier Glass Bridge,
Mandatory) — Bow Falls (15 mins)

Hotel: Stoney Nakoda Resort or Similar.

4 Banff National Park — Revelstoke/Vernon

Say goodbye to the beautiful morning light of the town, and start entering the Rocky
Mountain National Park group to the translucent Moraine Lake, which is recognized by
the world as the most photographed lake. Then go to Lake Louise, known as the
"Sapphire of the Rocky Mountains”, surrounded by mountains on three sides with
beautiful scenery, and go to Lake Louise White Point Mountain to take a sightseeing
cable car.

Banff Town — Banff National Park — Moraine Lake (30 mins) — Lake Louise (3.5
hours, including lunch time and Mandatory for Lake Louise Gondola) — Drive through
Glacier National Park — Revelstoke / Vernon

Hotel: Sandman Hotel or Similar.



Day 5 Revelstoke/Vernon- Kelwona/-Vancouver

In the morning, we will head to Vernon to visit the famous local Planet Bee Honey Farm.
Then we will head to Kelowna: the hometown of fruits in BC and take a visit to the
Okanagan Lake. Afterwards, we will visit the famous local "VQA" rare wine winery and
finally pass through the town of Merritt and return back to Vancouver.

Vernon Plannet Bee Honey Farm (45 mins) — Okanagan Lake (30 mins) — Grizzli
Winery (45 mins) — Merritt (pass by) — Vancouver

Hotel: Hampton Inn / Accent Inn / Coast Vancouver Airport Hotel or Similar.

Day 6 Victoria Day 1 tour

Named after Queen Victoria, lies the city of Victoria! Victoria is the capital city of the
Canadian province of British Columbia and is located on the southern tip of Vancouver
Island off Canada's Pacific coast.
